Over 800,000 Kids Go Missing Each Year

* 1in 5 girls and 1 in 6 boys will be molested
before their 18th birthday.

» A child is reported missing every 40 seconds,
and one in four of these are abducted and
molested.

» The typical sexual predator will assault 117
times before being caught.

* The re-arrest rate for convicted child molesters
is 52%

* In 80% of all non-family abductions, the first
contact occurs within a quarter mile of the
child’s home.

In the past, crimes against children were usually
associated with big cities. Today, that is no
longer the case. Sexual predators have found
their way into small town America, and the
Internet has connected the world.

Violent acts against children, including bullying,
sexual predation, and abuse are on the rise both
in big cities and rural communities.
